On Jan. 7th, 2007 the New Jersey Shore lost a legend of the NJ Surf
Scene.  Jack Meyer, a World renouned Surfboard artist, surfer, Ironman,
friend and family man unexpectidly passed away from a heart attack
while jogging in Melbourne Shores, Florida.  He was 53.years old.
Jack Meyer was a longtime rep for companies such as Hurley, Dragon,
Local Motion and others, Meyer is perhaps best known for his art.  Jack
made his name airbrushing boards for McCoy back in the 70s and
examples of his work continue to hang in surf shops across the East and
West coasts.
A respected surfer and triathlete, Jack was most appreciated for his
warm personality and great sense of humor. 
He will be truly missed by many people.  Someone like Jack Meyer
allow will try to always see the good in people or a situation.

We’ve been on the road for a week and it’s been 
amazing.  On June 14, all 27 of us bike-and-builders met up in
Jacksonville Beach, Fl and worked with Beaches Habitat for Humanity- while some of us were
landscaping and building roofs, I got smart and decided to paint inside, where it was at least
20 degrees cooler. The following day, we rode our bikes down to the beach, dipped our wheels in the
ocean and started the trip.  We just arrived in Biloxi, Mississippi and have rode a total of 580 miles
with only slight casualties, just a few falls from forgetting to clip out of the pedals when stopping-
sometimes for a watermelon (The fruit stands down here are great).  I think the van and the trailer
that follow us have taken harder hits.- one of the leaders was driving under an a portion of a church
in Florida and didn't accurately anticipate the clearance and the roof racks got ripped off, almost
tearing the back door with it.  It was pretty funny and there was no damage to the church, so no big
deal.  Another time, the trailer just fell off the van and dragged for about 50 feet, we left our mark
on the panhandle of Florida.  The road has been a good time, we usually occupy ourselves with
playing games or reading church signs, which are about every 2 miles.  So far my favorites are:
"Need a lifeguard? Ours walks on water" and "Heavenly forecast: Reign always." Clever. Everyone
we meet is super nice and always helpful, we've had a great reception in every town we've visited.
A couple of days ago, right before we crossed into Alabama, we went swimming in the Gulf during
lunch, it felt really good after riding 50 miles.  Then we proceeded to ride another 60 miles,
accomplishing our first century into Mobile, Alabama. Definitely a long day, and I slept pretty
well that evening. The next day we worked with Habitat for Humanity and I once again scored
the great painting job. Tomorrow we’ll be working with Hands On- a non-profit organization
similar to Habitat for Humanity, then it’s off to New Orleans for six days where we’ll be building
for five days. Hopefully I’ll be able to send some pictures soon. There should be some pictures up
on the website, www.bikeandbuild.org. So check it out. I hope everyone is enjoying their summer,
and I’ll write as soon as I can.”
